Behavior Policy

Students in Kindergarten through second grade have daily behavior management procedures in their classrooms.  At the teacher’s discretion they will notify parents about any issues, and students will be sent to the principal as the need arises.  Please refer to each teacher’s discipline policy for specifics of that grade level.  

Tardy Policy

The tardy policy for K-2 is the same for all grade levels.  They will receive a notice for each tardy, and after the third tardy we will schedule a parent/teacher conference.  If the tardies continue there will be a conference set up with the parent, child and principal.    It is our goal to have every student ready to begin school at 8:30.  They should be unpacked, seated, and ready for announcements at that time.  
Dress Code Policy

Parents will be notified of a dress code violation.  At the beginning of the year we will give verbal warnings, as you might still be learning and remembering the rules of the dress code.  Then we will give written warnings for dress code.  If your child has more than one dress code violation in a quarter, they will not receive their next free dress day.   Please refer to the handbook for your dress code questions and concerns.
